“Many churches, in an attempt to
modernize and supposedly attract more young people to their congregation, replace time honored ancient
liturgical worship, replacing it with flashy ‘events’ that look more like American Idolthan the prayer and
worship of God.”

Father continued, “In society, we see many young people are going to "Goth" night clubs, wearing medievalist
attire, and even listening to Gregorian Chant CDs! It is obvious that the ancient music, dress, and the mysticism
that it represents still reaches into the hearts and minds of the young, as well as the young at heart. There is a
need, an aching, for prayer in the ancient tradition which many of today’s churches are increasingly ignoring.
By offering our worship through the ancient liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom, we hope to fulfill that longing.”
